DDUPSVP is given to top 3 Gram Panchayats/Equivalent bodies selected under each of the following 9 award themes:
1. Poverty free and enhanced livelihoods Panchayat
2. Healthy Panchayat
3. Child friendly Panchayat
4. Water sufficient Panchayat
5. Clean and Green Panchayat
6. Self-sufficient infrastructure in Panchayat
7. Socially Secured & Socially Just Panchayat
8. Panchayat with good governance
9. Women-friendly Panchayat

DDUPSVP under National Panchayat Awards-2024 is based on data points of Panchayat Development Index (PDI). The theme-wise number of PDI data points considered for NPA 2024 are given in Table 1:

Block Panchayat Level Assessment, Verification and Recommendation Process for DDUPSVP 

(For the States/UTs where the Panchayat tier at Block level is not existing, there, District or State/UT level Panchayat Performance Assessment Committee will administer the role for verification and recommendation of GPs as per the timelines for District Level or State/UT level verification and recommendation.)

Timeline: 5th August 2024 to 20th August, 2024

STEPS:

Step (1): Constitution of Block Panchayat Performance Assessment Committee (BPPAC)

i. Block Panchayat will constitute the BPPAC under the chairmanship of Block Development Officer for each of the 9 themes. Detailed composition of the BPPAC for reference is at Annexure-I (Refer 5.1.2 of NPA guidelines-https://panchayat.gov.in/document/npa-guidelines-english/ ). 

ii. Alternatively, a single Committee for all 9 themes may also be constituted but it must have representation of all thematic/nodal departments and separate requisite reports/Minutes must be prepared for each theme.

Step (2): Assessment of responses of GPs by BPPAC

i. Login to the National Panchayat Awards (NPA) 2024 portal (www.panchayataward.gov.in) through login credentials provided by Central NIC-MoPR team.

ii. Marks and rank-wise list of all GPs in the Block Panchayat will be reflected on the awards portal. Minimum Qualifying Marks for GPs is 50% of the total marks in each theme.

iii. Each BPPAC will assess the responses of each question of GPs filled under each theme. 

iv. Potential data anomalies that may be observed by BPPAC in the questionnaires are given in table 2.

v. In case, BPPAC is not satisfied with the response of GPs on one OSR related question or the validated data for other questions ported from Panchayat Development Index portal, BPPAC may edit the data in the awards portal with proper justification in the remarks column. 

vi. Justification should be proper and clear as to why the response value has been edited. Simply writing “Not satisfied”, “Not correct” in remarks column will not be accepted. 

vii. Editing the response by BPPAC will automatically revise the marks allotted to the GPs as per the marking scheme defined by Ministry of Panchayati Raj.

Step (3): Field verification of GPs

i. BPPAC will cross verify the responses of top-3 GPs on each question under each theme through field verification. 

ii. The prescribed format for field verification is available for downloading in awards portal as also given in table 3.

Step (5): Recommendation of GPs

i. Subsequent to field verification process, BPPAC will recommend only top-3 ranking GPs under each theme to District Panchayat Performance Assessment Committee (DPPAC).
